The world-famous Öresund Bridge connecting the Danish capital 
Copenhagen with Malmö in Sweden is a prime example of perfect 
marking. Within the road and rail bridge, which is a total of around 16 
kilometres long, thousands of kilometres of cables are installed. If these 
were not marked, they would be almost impossible to tell apart at a later 
date. This would make maintenance and repair work not only potentially 
fatal but also very time-consuming and expensive.

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Vodafone and Telia radio masts that are situated near Nyköping. Non-
rusting FLEXIMARK® stainless steel markings are also used to mark the 
cables installed there.
